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The purpose of this course is to give students the basic analytic tools within the field of
global studies, international relations, and public policy that are necessary to understand
and explain a variety of international phenomena and factors that shape the current
geopolitical order. It will examine how State and non-State actors work together and
compete with one another concerning the global political system, hierarchy, and hegemonic
power. It also examines security threats and changing global politics. Students will
continue to hone research, writing, analysis, and critical thinking skills. Although the
formal IR theories from the Developing Global Thinking course will be useful, this course
will approach international politics through a series of key questions, rather than
theoretical issues
