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In this course, students will learn the basic ideas and methods of
fieldwork. Fieldwork is a research method that aims to see and understand
the world from the local people’ s points of view. The goal is to enable
students to understand the ideas and ethics of fieldwork and to acquire
practical fieldwork methods, including interview, (participant)
observation, and categorical analysis. Today, ethnographic fieldwork has
been applied to many fields such as education, medical practices, and the
business worlds. Through practical fieldwork training, students will learn
how to listen to people, how to make observations while being involved,
and how to translate and describe. By doing so, students are expected to
relativize their familiar views and to enlarge their perspectives. Each
class consists of short lectures, readings, ©practical training,
presentation, discussion, etc.
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
