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The role of the public sector in modern society is large, and public sector
management bodies are expanding from narrow governments to public
enterprises, as well as public-private collaboration frameworks and NPOs. The
purpose of this course i1s to learn basic theory and concepts of public
administration, public policy studies, and international relations, and to gain
basic understanding of public management governance and stakeholders.

This course is a combination of lectures by the instructor and presentations
by students' teams. In those presentations, group discussions will be held
throughout the class based on the presentations. The instructor will explain the
issues as needed. In addition, lectures by visiting lecturers with deep knowledge
of public management will be held twice during the period.
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
