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Firstly, this course introduces the indoor air and thermal environments and
energy situation as a minimum unit. Secondly, the course examines the
transitions and current status of air, water, and soil pollutions, malodor
problems, and noise problems in an urban scale. Thirdly, the course helps
students acquire knowledge about urban metabolism, such as water supply,
sewerage and waste disposal.
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
