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Hiroshima is the first place in the world where an atomic bomb have been
dropped, and has been able to recover from its massive damage. It would be very
meaningful to think fundamentally about peace in Hiroshima. The UN SDGs
(Sustainable Development Goals) goal also states “peace, justice and strong
institutions” .

In this course, students will acquire the knowledge and methodology
necessary for a fundamental and practical examination of peace and its
construction.

Students will not only listen to the instructor's lecture, but also work on
assignments (reading and research), presentations, and final reports. Take this
class with the awareness that you are one of the people who build peace in
Hiroshima.
