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Philosophy is a discipline that explores the fundamental principles of
the world and humans. It is no exaggeration to say that all academic
disciplines, including natural sciences, were differentiated from
philosophy. And ethics as a branch of philosophy is an academic discipline
that explores the basis of norms.

In this course, students will learn the latest topics on science and
technology, politics, society, and the philosophical “thought experiment,”
and acquire knowledge and ways of thinking in philosophy including ethics
(moral philosophy). Students will not only be surprised at the accumulated
wisdom from ancient times but will be able to use it to deepen their
thinking.
