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In this class, students should be actively involved in learning academic
writing, essay, abstract, and scripts and slides for presentation. Formal
English writing is featured through acquiring basic skills and knowledge
of academic writing. In the writing activities, one appointed student
writes and presents designated essays or abstracts and the students check
them, sharing comments and ideas if corrections are needed. In this way,
the students have chances to express themselves in English writing and
share the ideas with the classmates. The collaborative learning community
is to be achieved.

Mini review tests and writing homework will be given to the students so
that they can intensively and naturally get used to writing English
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
