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Are the mind and body connected or are they separate?” These classic
philosophical and scientific questions called “mind-body question (SHIN SHIN
MONDAI” are now extended to the “mind-brain issue (SHIN NOU
MONDAID” : "Are the mind and the brain connected? More recently, the
advance in science and technology related to the brain has raised an ethical
question: To what extent do we admit the development and use of “smart drugs

B technology of brain function” ?

In this course, students learn the science and philosophy of the brain and
mind, and then build a foundation for dealing with these unanswered questions.
This course consists of short lectures, reading assignments, presentations
and group discussions based on them, each reaction paper, and a final report.
Students are required to actively participate in all of them and contribute to the
class.
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
