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Is the mind and the brain connected? In this course, students will learn
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various aspects of cognition using theories and research in cognitive
psychology. Cognitive psychology is the scientific study of how people
think. This course will cover scientific knowledge about information
processing including attention, memory, and reasoning, and how they are
related to the brain functioning, social cognition, and social behavior.
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
